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•	 RECITAL COSTUME PROCESS
	 •	 Costume DEPOSITS begin in October and should be paid by the second week of December.
	 •	 DEPOSITS are PER COSTUME.
	 •	 If your dancer takes TWO classes, they will be in TWO dances. 
	 •	 REMEMBER YOU ARE GIVING A DEPOSIT IN THE FALL AND BALANCES ARE DUE IN  SPRING!
	 •	 Deposits are non-refundable/Costumes will NOT be ordered without a deposit! 

•	 DEPOSITS ARE AS FOLLOWS:
 	 Combo Classes - $77.00 per COSTUME
	 •	 1 Hour Combo – 2 Costumes ($77 x 2 = $154 DEPOSIT)
	 •	 1.5 Hours – 3 Costumes ($77 x 3 = $231 DEPOSIT)
	 •	 2 Hours – 4 Costumes ($77 x 4 = $308 DEPOSIT)

 	 Individual Classes - $88.00 per COSTUME
	 •	 1 Class = 1 Costume ($88 DEPOSIT)

•	 YSOD DRESS CODE & ATTENDANCE
IT IS IMPORTANT FOR STUDENTS TO ABIDE BY A DRESS CODE POLICY FOR THE FOLLOWING REASONS:
	 •	� A neat and tidy appearance sets an attitude of attentiveness and respect for fellow students, 

teachers and the art of dance. We must also learn to RESPECT OURSELVES!
	 •	� Teachers must be able to see the dancer’s body outline clearly in order to make proper corrections.
	 •	 HAIR must be pulled back for class
	 •	 NO JEWELRY
	 •	 ABSOLUTELY NO GUM CHEWING
SHOES: �ALL students are required to wear the dance shoes purchased through YSOD. ALL shoes
            	 must MATCH! Therefore, your teacher will instruct you on the proper shoe for your child’s class. 
COMBO CLASSES: Students in hour ½ hour combo classes are required to purchase our  
            	 SPARKLE PACKAGE. Our SPARKLE PACKAGE includes everything your dancer needs for class  
            	 every week. Packages vary on price. 
�INDIVIDUAL CLASSES: �Students in our 45-minute classes MUST wear black, tight-fitting clothes. 
           		  Leotards are not required, but are strongly recommended.

•	 ATTENDANCE
	� Every attempt should be made for students to attend class each week. A student’s attendance not 

only impacts their development, but the progress of the ENTIRE CLASS! A chronically late or absent 
dancer WILL BE PULLED from certain parts of the dance at the discretion of the TEACHER and 
DIRECTOR. POOR ATTENDANCE = POOR PERFORMANCE!	

•	 PICK UP & DROP OFF
	 •	� Promptness is a must when picking up and dropping off students. We request you arrive at 

the Studio with 5 to 10 minutes to prepare for class.  If you are the FIRST CLASS of the day, 
the Studio opens approximately 10-15 minutes before class begins. 

	 •	� PARENTS - you may walk your dancer(s) to their dance room, but our waiting rooms are 
CLOSED indefinitely. 

	 •	� Please take younger dancers to the bathroom prior to class.
	 •	� We STRONGLY SUGGEST using the drop off/pick up method to keep the flow of traffic in 

our small parking lot. 
	 •	 We are NOT a babysitting service! 
		  - Please DO NOT send siblings with dancers!
		  - �A fee of $3 per minute will be applied to your account if you are consistently late picking up 

your dancer! 

•	 YSOD POLICIES - Code of Conduct
	 •	� YSOD expects all students, parents and family members to adhere to the following rules
	 •	� YSOD is a BULLY-FREE ZONE! If a student is caught bullying any other student at YSOD, 

they will be expunged from the program with no refund.

In the need of an absolute emergency, we will call 
you. Crying behavior for first time dancers is completely 
normal, please LET OUR TEACHERS DO THEIR JOB!

	 •	� We DO NOT allow parents in the dance room for any 
reason while the class is in progress. We need the  
attention of the entire class. 

	 •	� If your dancer complains of being ill or sustains an injury 
during class and cannot participate, a parent/guardian 
will be notified immediately. 

	 •	� Please bring all issues to the attention of office staff and  
allow us 24-48 hours to respond.

	 •	� IF you need to speak with an instructor, you must set an  
appointment through the office.
